	Carbon Monoxide (also known as CO) is a colourless, odourless poisonous gas and is a common yet preventable cause of death from poisoning worldwide. 

Carbon Monoxide has no smell, taste or colour. This is why it is sometimes called the "Silent Killer".

When inhaled, it prevents blood from absorbing oxygen.  

It can be produced by any fuel when burned – coal, turf, oil, gas, wood. 


	Carbon Monoxide Alarms: 

South Dublin County Council is running their scheme to provide carbon monoxide alarms free to residents in SDCC administrative area providing they meet certain criteria.  South Dublin County Council will arrange to have the required number of alarms fitted in selected properties from 2020 onwards.  
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Who can apply:

This scheme is specifically for residents of SDCC area aged 55 plus. The scheme is also available to residents who are under the age of 55 if they are living alone or deemed vulnerable for the purpose of this scheme. Applicants must be living in privately owned accommodation in SDCC administrative area. This scheme is not open to people living in rented accommodation (private or social).  

Carbon Monoxide alarms can be used as a backup to provide a warning to householders in the event of a dangerous build-up of CO.  Remember that Carbon Monoxide alarms are no substitute for regular inspection and maintenance of appliances, vents, flues and chimneys.
