Jobot’s Access All Areas

The following is a transcript of the full Jobot’s Access All Areas accessibility awareness game. Please note that although the four locations of Garden, Reception, Bathroom and Kitchen appear in the same order as the game, the access issues to be addressed in each location may not do so. This is because the order in which the access issues are identified is individual to each player.

Game Transcript

Hi there, I'm Jobot! I've been hired at this heritage building to make some improvements, and the first thing I've noticed is that it's not accessible for everyone. Can you help me make some changes?

To choose a problem area to fix, move your mouse to it, and click!

Try Again

That looks ok to me.

Nothing wrong here!

Garden

Find four things in this garden that need improvement.
The pathway
That's the one! A ramp should always have handrails, a non-slip surface and not be too steep. 
We're not playing golf today.

That's close but it's missing something...
How can we make the garden path more accessible? Move your mouse to one of the icons and click.
The front gate
That's right! 

The automated gate is the right choice because it's wide enough for everyone to fit through! 
I couldn't fit through there! 
That's not very practical!
This gate might be difficult for people with mobility impairments.                         Pick a gate from my toolbox that will make this area more accessible.
The kerb
You're right! A dished pavement helps make this area accessible for everyone, including people with wheelchairs and prams.
That looks a bit dangerous to me.
That's going to cause problems!
That's right, not everyone can get over this kerb. 

To make the kerb more accessible, pick a solution from my toolbox.
Parking
That's right! Correctly signed and placed accessible parking that is wide enough for disabled people to use safely, enables people with mobility impairments to visit the facility.
You can't park your car here.
That might discourage people with impaired mobility.
What's wrong with this parking area?           
Click on a solution in the toolbox.
Congratulations! You just made the front entrance accessible for everyone! Let's go inside and do some more work!
Reception
 Find four things in this reception space that should be made more accessible?
Audio assist
An audio induction loop or infra-red system amplifies sound within a certain range for people with hearing aids.
Nope, the radio doesn't help.
That's not right.
This radio is too loud. To make reception more accessible for those with impaired hearing click on an option from the toolbox.
Information sign
Bingo! This information sign is the right choice. It has large and clear tactile text with Braille for people who are blind or have visual impairments!
That's not right, try again!
Leaflets with small writing aren't going to help everyone!
Stairs
Good choice!
This lift is wide enough to be accessible for everyone and the call button is low enough for anyone to reach!
We need something other than stairs so everyone can get to the next floor!
Good try, but this lift looks a bit small.
Stairs are great but not for everyone. Choose an option on the left to help someone like me get to the next floor.
Desk
This is the correct choice because it is low enough so that everyone can access it, and also there is knee space to facilitate wheelchair users, so they can get close enough to use the desk.

This desk is too high for everyone.
That's almost right.
You have helped me make this reception area accessible for everyone, including those who use wheelchairs, and people with visual or hearing impairments! Let's go see if we can find somewhere else that needs our attention!
Bathroom
Find four things in this bathroom that need improvement. 

Toilet
This toilet is the right choice as it has a spatula shaped flush handle on the transfer side of the toilet which makes it accessible for wheelchair users and people with impaired grip. 
Almost right, the button is difficult to push for people with impaired mobility and grip. Try again! 
The chain is a bit hard for some people to reach. Have another try!
Emergency help
Great! This emergency cord is the right choice because it's a strong colour and hangs low to the ground.
Almost, but not quite. Have another go.
Not everyone could reach this emergency button.
There's something not right about this emergency cord.  Click on a better option from the tool box.
Mobility support
Good choice! Grab rails make the bathroom accessible for people with mobility impairments.
That's not very practical!
Not that one, try again!
Select the correct mobility aid from my tool box on the left.

 

Door lock
This lock is the right choice as it is the correct height and has an easy-grip lever handle which is accessible for everyone, including wheelchair users and people with impaired grip.
That's not safe or secure! Try again!
This latch might be difficult for people with impaired grip. Try again! 

Select the most accessible door lock from the toolbox on the left!
Congratulations! You have helped me make this bathroom accessible for everyone, and people using wheelchairs will not have to leave early anymore!! Let's go have a look at another room!
Kitchen
Find four areas in this kitchen that we can make more accessible?
The Oven
An oven with a side opening door, set at the correct height and which has enough leg space is more accessible for people with impaired mobility.
Nope, this oven is difficult to access for people using wheelchairs.
This oven would be hard for everyone to access. Try again.
That's right. This oven is not easily accessible for people using wheelchairs or people who have difficulty bending down.

The Sink
That's right! An adjustable sink with leg room and an extendable tap will help make this kitchen accessible for everyone!
Nope, this sink has no leg room and it's not adjustable.
This sink is adjustable, but the tap might be hard to reach.
The sink needs to be accessible for people with impaired mobility including wheelchair users.

 

The Window
Well done! A smartly placed opening latch makes the window easily accessible for everyone including wheelchair users and people of short stature!
Not everyone can reach that far to open the window.
These windows can be really hard to open!
People with impaired mobility, including wheelchair users need to be able to open and shut the window. Can you select the best window? Find a solution in the toolbox on your left!
The Workbench 

Fantastic! A height adjustable workbench with good legroom makes this area accessible for everyone, including people using wheelchairs.
There's legroom, but it's filled with boxes! Try again!
Cabinets can get in the way. Try again.
We need to make this workbench accessible for everyone!  Click to select a better workbench from the toolbox!
Congratulations! You have helped make this Kitchen accessible for everybody, and especially for wheelchair users!
You have helped me make this heritage house accessible to everyone, and disabled people will now be able to enjoy the house too.
