Individual Artists Bursary Awards 2020
South Dublin County Council’s Individual Artists Bursary Award Scheme aims to provide support for individual artists of all disciplines living or working in South Dublin County to develop their practice and to further enhance their career within the arts.  
Applications are encouraged from artists engaging with challenging forms and concepts in their practice; artists working in any context; artists working collaboratively and artists exploring different ways of engaging with audiences. Proposals should endeavor to be developmental in the context of the artist’s work/medium and can include research, mentoring and education development at post graduate level. 

The maximum amount of any award is €3,000.
Assessment Criteria 

The selection judges will develop a shortlist of applications that best meet the selection criteria and may request further information to help in the assessment of the shortlisted applications. The selection panel may also decide not to seek further information of shortlisted applicants.

The selection of artists for 2020 South Dublin County Council bursary awards will be based on:

· The quality of ideas/proposal presented both on an individual basis and with reference to other competing applications.
· The uniqueness of the proposal and imaginative approaches to notions of process.
· The extent to which the proposed process shows clear artistic direction and vision.
· The significance of the proposal to the artistic development of the applicant.
· The viability of the proposal and the ability of the applicant to realise their aspirations within the time and resources available.

How to apply
· Please submit 4 copies of the attached application form and supporting documents requested below. These should be collated before being submitted to the Arts Office.
· Please give the fullest possible description of the project or proposal (Max. two A4 pages) including a description of how the award will impact on the development of the artist and their practice. 
· Provide a timeline for the project and a detailed costing of your proposal stating all income confirmed. (4 copies). 
· Applications should provide evidence of any agreements in place with mentors, funders, organisations and venues which relate to this proposal.

· If you are applying for a bursary towards further studies or a residency please include a letter of confirmation of acceptance. (4 copies)
· Please include a current C.V. (curriculum vitae). (4 copies)
· Please provide samples of your work, 1 copy required.

· Note:  All applicants for visual arts should provide visual support material in JPEG format on a CD. Films are to be in DVD format only.
· Note: Applicants for literature can submit up to nine poems or three chapters of their work for consideration.
Conditions
· Artists must live or work in the South Dublin County Council Administrative Area. It is the responsibility of the applicant to verify which Administrative Area they reside or work in.

· No email applications should be submitted. All supporting materials should be submitted with the application form and other documentation and must be collated.
· These awards will not fund third level undergraduate studies.

· Funding by South Dublin County Council must be acknowledged on any publicity material relating to the activity supported by the scheme.  Logos are available from South Dublin County Council Arts Office.   
· Successful applicants will be asked to participate in evaluation of the fund by providing a short, written report on completion of the project. Copies of promotional material must also be submitted to the Arts Office.
· If your proposal relates to further studies, a residency or mentoring, you must provide a letter confirming your acceptance.

· All awards are subject to the availability of funds.
· A tax clearance certificate may be required.

· Projects must be completed before March 2021.
