· Artists must live in South Dublin County Council Administrative Area, it is the responsibility of the applicant to verify which Administrative Area they reside in.

It may include mentoring, the purchase of specialised equipment / materials to create new work / travel to events that are useful to the applicant’s practice / attendance at masterclasses / to fund an exhibition / or performance of new work / or to fund research for the making of new work.

· Funding may not be used;

· For competitions (entry or travel to)
· This funding will not fund third level undergraduate studies
· To fund an artist to work with a school or youth service based group. For more information on funding available for this area, please contact the Arts Office. 

· Funding provided by South Dublin County Council must be acknowledged in all publicity material associated with the work. South Dublin County Council and NOISE logos are available from the South Dublin County Council Arts Office.
· You may not apply on behalf of someone else.
